REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION
DEFINITIONS OF IMPORTANT TERMS:

A. Credit Point
The credit point is the New Jersey unit for quaititie evaluation of courses. The credit pointatedmined by the time spent in
the classroom. One credit is equivalent to eadfogeper week that a full-year course is schedutedneet; for example, a
full-year course meeting 5 periods a week earngeflits; a full-year course meeting 6 periods a weakns 6 credits; a
one-semester course meeting 5 periods a week 2drscredits.

B. College Entrance Unit
The college entrance unit is the term normally ubgdcolleges to express a quantitative evaluatibmigh school courses
acceptable as preparation for college; one full-gearse is evaluated as one unit. Acceptable amé determined by the college
in question and are usually given for academiceg@l preparatory courses only: English, World Lagygs, Social Studies,
Science, and Mathematics. Sixteen units make epigbal college minimum requirement.

C. Required Course

A required course is one that all students at Ridggh School must successfully complete beforesBatig the state and local
requirements for graduation.

D. Elective Course
An elective course is any course other than thmeéefrequired courses; electives are chosen to ledena student's program after
the required subjects are selected. A studentetent any course if he/she has met the specifietequisites. Electives enrich
one's background, complete the entrance requirenfenspecific types of schools or colleges, arféroéxperiences in areas of
special talent. Each year the choice of thesesesuis very important. Selection should be madg aftér careful consideration

of the relation of the course or courses to onetds, goals, capacities, interests, extracurriaudivities, and out-of-school
duties.



CREDIT REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION:
Students must earn a minimum1&0 credits in grades 9, 10, 11, and 12 in order &mlgate from Ridge High School.

It should be noted that all students are requicedatry a minimum of 6 courses plus Physical Edanatach semester in order not to
jeopardize their graduation. This minimum shoultlinolude pass/fail courses.

All students in the state of NJ who are enrolleaiiry level of Biology for the first time must takkee End of Course biology exam. If
students have already taken a Biology class andtaldimg a more advanced level, they are exempt ftaking the exam.

Beginning with the class of 2014, all students Wélrequired to take a 2.5 credit course in finglneiconomic, business and
entrepreneurial literacy prior to graduation, asthe New Jersey Department of Education (NJAC 6&8a.1.v.). During the
2010-2011 school year, freshman can meet this reqeint by taking Personal Finance. If Personalri€ieas taken toward
fulfillment of this new graduation requirement ignnot be used to fulfill any other graduation fiegments. In upcoming years,
other courses will be considered as a means hg#tis new requirement.

. In order to graduate, students must conforninéoattendance policy adopted by the Bernards Towrbard of Education. This

attendance policy is available in the student han#tonline.

Early Graduation

Completion of the minimum credit requirements foadpation in less than four years is possible @npkd early in one's high school
experience.

Completion of the graduation requirements in fetham the usual number of years is a serious decenl should be made only after
careful consideration of the student's immediatd Emg range goals.A student must declare this intention prior to theend of
sophomore year in the form of a formal, written reqiest to the high school principal The student's counselor will be asked to help in
weighing the advantages and disadvantages of #isiale. The final decision for a student’s eangdpation rests with the principal after
a close review of graduation credits.



Alternative Education Experiences (Senior Options)

A student entering his/her senior year at Ridgeht8ghool may engage in a co-curricular or altemeatiducation experience that takes place
outside the school building. These educationakegpces may include one of the following:

1. Dual Enroliment — A student may enroll at a college, technicabasiness school for a course or courses that noeigigdthe
normal high school day or after regular school baur adual enrolimentrrangement. The college or school in questioh wil
determine admission for such enrollment for suadett. Students may earn both high school andgmlieedit for completing
courses taken on a dual enrollment ba3ise student must submit proof of successful compliein of each course taken.

2. Student exchange programs or study abroad Student can enroll in a school or college abrdgte student must provide
proof of completion of a program approved by the pincipal.

3. Internship — A student can complete arternshipwith a professional person in a non-school setting
4. Community Service Learning— A student may complete a project(s) with commuaiganizations on a part-time basis.

5. Co-curricular and extracurricular activities — students with special talents or interestsspexific area may be approved to
attend that activity during or after regular schbours.

Student participation in alternative education expeses will be determined through a formal appitaprocess to the Principal, which will
be facilitated by the student’s guidance counseliorany kind of alternative education experiertbe, student will be responsible for all
expenses and for providing for their own transgamte The Principal’s approval is required for thedification of the student’s daily
schedule at Ridge High School. Senior Optionéemed on Ridge High School student grade trantschipt is not included in the calculation
of the student's GPA Deadline is 10 days intodémester.

Student Requirements for “Senior Option” Participation

Students must fulfill all the graduation requirensely the end of their senior year. Students gipgting in experiences 3, 4, 5 must complete
the following requirements:

Courses taken via Senior Option will lkject to the same grade reporting datelines whigply to courses taken in a
classroom.

Shared-Time at the Somerset County Vocational-Teclical High School

A student may enroll in vocational courses in thermmng or afternoon at the Somerset County Vocatidechnical School and take
required and elective courses at Ridge High Sctioohg the alternate part of the day.

The student earns credits (to be determined) par fge the vocational courses. The Bernards Town&uard of Education provides
transportation back and forth to the Vocationalfirécal School. Students interested in this optiorst discuss it thoroughly with their
parents and counselor early in their high schoatera In this shared time arrangement, the studamts his diploma from Ridge High
School. Grades and credits earned for coursen ttkeocational-technical school are recorded enRHIS student grade transcript and are
included in the RHS GPA as well as in the calcalafor honor roll.

Full-Time at the Somerset County Vocational-Technial High School

A student may enroll for a full-time schedule a¢ thomerset County Vocational-Technical High Schdal.this alternative, the student
must meet the graduation requirements of the VoratiTechnical High School. The Vocational-Teclahidigh School will then grant
the diploma. Bernards Township Board of Educafimovides transportation. Students interestedigidption must discuss it thoroughly
with their parents and counselor early in theihhéghool career.



Summer School

The State of New Jersey mandates a minimum of &ther school class hours for themediation of a full-year course already taken
with unsatisfactory grade results and 120 hoursaftull-year course taken for the first time. Th@imum hours for less than full-year
courses are prorated accordingly. Courses tdlfgtiduation requirements are not allowed to tkermaduring summer school. An official
final transcript must be submitted in order for soen school grades to be recorded on the studesmi'script with the appropriate coding.
Theydo not replaceany grade already earned. Summer school gradeseither included in the calculation of GPA nomeet honors
criteria.

Students should note carefully tsi@rting date for each summer school. Many of them begin betioedast day that Ridge High School is
in session; special arrangements will have to béemaStudents interested in summer school mustttege counselors for advice,
procedures, and the necessary paperwork.

Tutorial Instruction For Credit

Credits for courses listed in the Program of Steidiy be earned as a result of being tutored leaeher who has the appropriate New
Jersey State Certification for the course. Thitahg guidelines apply for all tutorial instructidor credit:

e The tutor must follow the Board of Education apg@d curriculum.

» The student must obtain the Curriculum Supervisor'sand the Director’s approval prior to the beginning of the tutoring.

» A departmental final examination must be adméret and scored by the Director's designee. Thmewill only be offered one
week in August (TBD).

» The final grade will be determined by the Directwho will use the tutor's grades and the finamination grade.

* Remediation of a full-year course requires a minn of 40 hours of tutoring during a minimum of &ssions during a period of
time of no less than 6 weeks with all of the tuigrhours taking place after the course failed fffisially ended.

« A maximum of 5 credit hours may be earned iniars® tutorial without a lab experience.

» Credit for courses that the student has not pusly taken requires 70 hours of tutoring duringiaimum of 35 sessions during a
period of time of no less than 10 weeks.

» The minimum tutoring hours for semester and guasburses should be prorated accordingly as gealtove guidelines. Courses
to fulfill graduation requirements are not allowede taken through tutorial instruction.

» Tutorial grades will be added to a student'sdcapt with the appropriate tutoring designatiorgdes for remedial tutoring may not
replace the grade already earned.

« Tutorial grades and credits will be recorded fom dtudent’s grade transcript, but will not be glted in the GPA.

Request for summer school / tutorial instruction pgerwork should be returned to the Secretary to theDirector of Curriculum and
Instruction at the Board Office by June 17".

Requirements for summer school / tutorial instarc@épproval:

The summer school / tutorial instruction progranstrhe approved by the Curriculum Supervisor.

Students must have an A- or better for each offitsethree marking periods in order to apply Bwcelerationand receive a
minimum of an A- in the summer school course.

Written permission of the Curriculum Supervisor &rihcipal will be granted by June 25th.

Any summer school / tutorial instruction courses taen without written approval of the Curriculum Supervisor/Director
will not be accepted under any circumstances.



Independent Study
Independent study can be an academically enricakpgrience for both the student and the teacherjtbisi not meant to replace an
existing course in the Program of Studies. Thdesttiwill have the opportunity to master an acadeamea through his/her own initiative,
self-discipline, and self-reliance, while learniaigthe same time to what extent and in what wajghleds in need of a teacher.
Independent study for credit is available to amyleht who has a sound reason for this option pealid
The student has completed 60 credits towards gtiatya

The student has achieved a grade of C or bettdl @available courses in the subject requested;

The student must carry at least 5 academic coynsssPhysical Education each semester before agpémtient study may be
considered during the regular academic school year.

The nature of the course makes independent stadjbie;
The approved precis for the course will be kepfilenwith the Principal; and

A teacher with New Jersey Certification in the sabjmust be willing to instruct, evaluate, and graah independent study
arrangement.

An independent study course will receive a Paskfitade, which will be recorded on the student’adgr transcript, but will not be

calculated in the GPA. Courses taken via indepenst@idy will be subject to the same grade repgrtiatelines which apply to courses
taken in a classroom.

Students interested in using the independent siptgn should see their counselor for advice amdguures.
Virtual High School

Students may use the option of taking certain @wesk utilizing Virtual High SchoolVHS is an online learning program offering over
200 courses. Students in grades 11 and 12 ar@aatdguest one of these courses in place of ativeedll instruction and grading is
done over the Internet by a certified teacher vghnat an employee of the school district. Howetlegre is a Ridge High School staff
member available to assist our students with teathrissues, but there is no staff on site to assi$t curriculum-related questions.
Interested students should see their guidance etarrfsr a list of available courses.

- A VHS course cannot be taken in place of a couff&en in the Program of Studies without prior weit permission by the
Curriculum Supervisor and Principal/Director of Goulum.

» The expectation is that all VHS work will be coeted during a scheduled open period and outsidetudol during the student’s
time. Access to an internet-ready computer is memga VHS will run every period and meet in aidested location.

INCOMPLETES

An “I” on a report card, in lieu of a grade, indies that the marking period grade or the final agergrade cannot be computed because the
student's academic work is incomplete due to ir@msextenuating circumstancelsicomplete grades must be satisfactorily completetén
school days after the close of the marking periodyr they will automatically be changed to Espnless the subject teacher requests that the
grade be held "incomplete" because of extenuafiegrostances.

GRADING AND OTHER REGULATIONS FOR THE DROPPING AND/ OR ADDING OF COURSES

During the counselor/student registration meetinga contract will signed by students and/or parentsigardians. Students will not be allowed
to change elective choices after this point. Addghand dropping of electives for the following schdgear will only take place as result of
scheduling conflicts.

Adding a course in lieu of a study hall
Students can add courses up to th® ddy of the first marking period. On and after 11 day of the marking period the course can only be
added with permission of the Curriculum Supervisor.

Dropping a Required or Elective Course due to extamting circumstances:
If a student drops a course, the transcript witivglthe course and either a W/P (Withdrew Passingy/& (Withdrew Failing) as indicated by
the teacher at the time of withdrawal.

IMPORTANT NOTE: A course change can be made by the administrédtestudent has difficulty with the course workdait is deemed
necessary, appropriate, and in the best interabeaftudent. This change may be initiated atehemmendation of the I&RS Committee, the
classroom teacher, the parent or guardian, ordherastration.




HONORS/ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSES

meet the Ridge High School honors criteria. Emglin an honors course is a serious decisionmeSeonors courses require summer reading
and/or papers and projects. Students new to Rifigle School who register too late to do all the kvduring the summer will be given the
first semester to complete the requirements. Alfgrade earned in an honors course will be idedtiés an honors course on the student's
transcript. The weighted calculation of studehtmors and AP courses will reflect the weightedigraalue on page 12.

Students wheaearelled in a college prep course may enroll inusedal college prep or honors or AP
course in that subject area if thBARN a final grade of A- or better. Students enroliledan AP class who maintain a B- average
through 3 marking periods and take the AP exanereenpt from taking the final exam.

Level Placement Procedures:

Mid-Year: The Student Information System will calculateeanester 1 average that includes marking periodatking period 2, and
mid-term grades. Students already in honors océises who earn a B- average or better for theethrarking periods and the mid-
term will be placed into the sequential honors &rddurse for scheduling purposes for the followjegr. Students taking a college prep
course who received an A- average or better fottttee marking periods and the mid-term will have option of selecting a sequential
college prep or honors or AP course during thectiele process.

End of Year: If a student is not eligible for an honors courséha end of the 3rd marking period but does beceligible by the
time the final grade is submitted, that studenttnmitate a request for a level change. Studenlisnat automatically be moved
into an honors course if they become eligible by tiilme the final grade is submitted; they must esgut. Students who lose
honors grade requirement eligibility will automaitily be dropped fro the honors course. Updatedestis’ schedules will be
posted on the Home Access Center prior to thedagtof school.

CRITERIA FOR APPEAL

Algebra | explores the study of real number prapsrand classifications, polynomials and polynorojérations, equations and
inequalities involving rational, linear, and quatlraxpressions, graphs of these equations anduai¢igs in both one and two
dimensions, integral exponents, radicals, and #&mdaoction to functions. Problem solving, readimfudent discussion of
strategies, and use of technology will be appliedughout this course.

These activities will require the students to useaaced analytical and critical thinking skillstasy acquire an increased
understanding of chemistry and the role of chemisttheir world.

English as a Second Language provides limited Ehgbiroficient students with instruction that hethem develop the skills
necessary to function independently as a studkimgan "all English curricula.” It is an individlized program wherein students
are instructed in the four basic areas of langaggisition: listening, speaking, reading, andingi

There are three levels of ESL, beginning, intermtegiand advanced. There is no clear demarcatibmelen levels and students
move from one to another when the teacher thingg &ne ready.

Beginning ESL consists of intensive listening coetfmsion activities, oral language (presented asgyatical structure with
opportunities for free expression) and related iregpdnd writing material.

Intermediate ESL has extensive listening and spgaéctivities together with reading and writingtiostion aligned to the New
Jersey 11th Grade High School Proficiency Assesemen

Advanced ESL covers more complex structures andemddficult vocabulary. Students can be assistedviiting a research
paper.

Students are assisted in operating socially witténschool.

This course is not part of the English departmdfarimgs; it cannot be used in meeting a requireglish course needed for
graduation.
